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Herbicides in Barley

7 February 2014, a grain exporter notified of MAFF surveillance sample results

Formal MAFF notification to NRS via our Mini&gmiculture (Tokyo)
* notification- herbicide residues of imazapyr and imazajeeels > Japanese MRLs

Intervix is the only registered product for use on barley in Australia
e contains imazapyr and imazamox (not imazapic)

No products registered in Aus for imazapic use on barley. QLD and NSW only have registration
for use at presowingc if used according to label no residues expected.

« Growers are using Glyphosate Late in season

e Currently no Label for this usage pattern

e Current MRL has No label to support its retention

* International Competitors are using this system

 GPA will be applying for an emergency permit for its usage pattern




China Grain Market

 In 2014 Australia shipped approx 4.4million tonnes of barley to China.

e China has substantially reduced their tolerance to snails and included
them in their pest list of quarantine concern

* This has a potentially significant impact on areas that are known to
have snails

» Growers & Advisors need to work on minimising this impact as a
market can close.
