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Brookton 2015 key message: Sow early sow long 

ÅSowing mid-maturity wheats in early May can miss higher yielding 
opportunities from longer season wheats (Yitpi, Endure, even Magenta) 

ÅHighest yielding flowering times coincide with most frequent frosts even  
in frost prone sites 

ÅCrop development earlier than flowering maybe more important in 
driving yield under frost
